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1. Title: NATO'S Victory in Libya
Authors: Dadlder, Ivo H.; Stavridis, James G.
Abstract: The article examines the North Atlantic Treaty Organization's (NATO) success during the 2011 Libyan Conflict, where in NATO and local forces sought to depose authoritarian Libyan leader Muammar al-Qaddafi. The authors argue that the conflict was a successful example of international intervention, yet note that for NATO to succeed in the future, member nations must play a more equitable role in combat procedures. They explain that the political cohesion displayed among member states during the conflict will be needed in the May 2012 NATO summit meeting in Chicago, Illinois.
2. Title: Rethinking Latin America
Authors: Sabatini, Christopher
Abstract: The article discusses U.S. foreign policy towards Latin America and the region's political and economic development. The author argues that policymakers and experts must shift their focus away from U.S. regional hegemony as the U.S. is entering a period of decreased global influence and decline. He is critical of the United States' reaction towards a 2009 coup in Honduras, and comments on the formation of the Free Trade Area of the Americas (FTAA). The author also notes that U.S. support for democratization is presented in words but not deeds.
3. Title: Chinese Computer Games
Authors: Segal, Adam
Abstract: The article discusses the lack of potential for an alliance between the United States and China in the area of cyber crime prevention. The author explains that in 2011 computer hackers accessed the files of various governments and international organizations to steal military secrets and intellectual property. This lack of potential revolves around the nations' different understandings of Internet access rights, which are restricted in China over fears of political instability. The author notes that the Chinese government relies on industrial espionage and therefore does little to regulate cyber crime.
4. Title: The Case for Space
Authors: Tyson, Neil deGrasse
Abstract: The article discusses the importance of outer space exploration for the U.S. in light of China's efforts to develop new exploration programs, with emphasis given to a manned mission to Mars. The author notes that partisan politics has come to endanger the U.S. space program in the early 21st century during the administrations of U.S. Presidents George W. Bush and Barack Obama. Opposition to space exploration largely comes from concerns about increased public spending.
5. Title: God and Caesar in America
Authors: Campbell, David E.; Putnam, Robert D.
Abstract: The essay discusses the negative effects of the politicization of religion in the U.S. The authors note that modern U.S. partisan politics are characterized by conflict between religious conservatives and secular progressives. They explain the development of American religiosity since the 1950s, giving particular focus to the rise of evangelicalism. It is concluded that the religious character of U.S. conservatism has led moderates and liberals to feel disdain for religion in general.
6. Title: The Future of U.S.-Chinese Relations
Authors: Kissinger, Henry A.
Abstract: The article examines foreign relations between the U.S. and China. While both nations have stated their intent to cooperate on global economic matters, it is likely that China will seek to decrease U.S. influence in Asia with better military capabilities with antiship ballistic missiles. The authors believes that the U.S. should maintain its security without promoting outright conflict with China. They believe lessons learned by both nations in the Cold War will not apply to modern times.
7. Title: The Arab Spring at One

Abstract: The essay discusses the 2011 Arab Spring, a series of revolutions throughout the Arab world, and its implication for international relations. The role of Islamic sectarianism in the outbreak of these revolutions is examined. Particular emphasis is given to the revolt in Egypt, where conservative religious groups such as the Muslim Brotherhood retain great power.

Abstract: The essay discusses the U.S. military strategy related to the withdrawal of the country's armed forces from Afghanistan.
